1. Eligibility

Open to Walmart and Sam’s Club associates ages 18+ only.

Team Captains (only) need to register for this event and then provide
their teammates’ names and Walmart/Sam’s Club email addresses to the
Basketball Coordinator: Sheila Anderson

This event will be open to the first 10 teams to register. Deadline to enter
is Wednesday, October 15 at 6:00 pm.

2. Game Rules

The game will be played on a half court and a regulation (29.5) basketball
will be used.

Each team shall consist of 3-5 (max) players.

Every shot from inside the arc (1-point field goal area) shall be awarded 1
point.

Every shot from behind the arc (2-point field goal area) shall be awarded
2 points.

Games will be 10 minutes running clock with a 14 second shot clock.
Following each successful field goal or last free throw (except those
followed by ball possession), a player from the non-scoring team shall
resume the game by dribbling or passing the ball to a place on the court
behind the arc (college 3-point line)

Following each unsuccessful field goal or last free throw (except those
followed by ball possession), if the offensive player rebounds the ball,
he may continue to attempt to score without returning the ball behind
the arc. If the defensive player rebounds the ball, he must return the ball
behind the arc (by passing or dribbling)

Teams accumulate fouls - individuals do not (players cannot foul out). A
team is in a penalty situation after it has committed 6 fouls (the 7t foul
onwards).

Team fouls 7, 8 and 9 shall always be penalized with 1free throw. Team
foul 10 and any subsequent team fouls shall be penalized with 2 free
throws and ball possession.

Each team shall be granted 1time-out. Any player or substitute can
request a time-out while they are on offense or when the ball becomes
dead prior to a check-ball or free throw.

All timeouts shall last 30 seconds.

If the score is tied at the end of regulation time, overtime shall be played.
There will be an interval of 1 minute before the overtime starts. The first
team to score 2 points in overtime wins the game.
